From South: Take RT 91 North to Exit 68W to merge onto RT 691W. Take RT 691 W to exit 4 RT 322.
Take right onto Meriden Ave/RT 120 for 2.0 miles, church is on right.

From East: Take RT 84 West to exit 32 Queen Street/RT 10, turn right onto RT10 South for 2.6 miles.
Take left onto Meriden Ave/RT 120 for 1.1 miles, church is on left.

From West: Take RT 84 West to exit 30 Marion Ave, toward W. Main Street/Southington for 1.5 miles
(which becomes W. Main Street). Take right onto Meriden Ave/RT 120 for 1.1 miles, church is on left.
